Vocabulary

Untuned
a musical instrument that does not produce specific 

pitches or notes.

Body 
percussion

Sounds made by body parts such as the hands, feet, 

fingers and mouth. The body is used like an instrument, 

to produce rhythmic sounds.

Repetition
when sounds or sequences are used more than once 

during a piece.

Accelerando When the tempo of the music is increased (gets faster).

Rallentando When the tempo of the music is decreased (gets slower). 

Timbre The character of the music or the quality of the sound. 

Staccato
Performed with each note sharply detached or separated 

from the others.

Legato Notes played smoothly with no gaps between them.
