When He 

goes back to Heaven, the disciples 

feel lost without Him. Ten days later, 

the Holy Spirit comes down to the 

disciples to help them with their task 

of spreading the Good News. They 

are given the ability to speak in 

different languages and can feel 

the spirit moving through them in 

their actions.
