This year, CTK will be moving towards the implementation of the new RED (Religious Education Directory),
"To know You more clearly’. This involves a new programme of study centred around deepening pupils’
spiritual growth by nurturing a rich understanding of Christian beliefs and values. There are opportunities to
explore faith with curiosity, reflection and personal engagement. Each branch has a core theme and invites
children to learn about Revelation, Scripture, life in Christ and life of the Church, gaining a deeper knowledge
of the Catholic faith.
